All Individual Interdisciplinary Studies Master's program students
must complete 12 credit hours of coursework at the 7000 level and
successfully complete a Master’s thesis.  There is no practicum route.

All students must complete the GRAD 7500.  Students newly admitted to
a graduate program must successfully complete this course within the
first term of registration.

All students must complete the GRAD 7300.  Students must successfully
complete this course within the first year of study or prior to applying to
any ethics boards which are appropriate to the student’s research.

Expected Time to Graduate: 2 years.
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
